3-1 Body Modification

(1.)  Cut the shaded area on the body,
as shown in fig. 3. (near the toe hooks).

3-2 Ambient Temp Sensor Instaliation

(1.) Remount the ambient sensor with
the right horn bracket

(part #25)

3 -3 Hood Lock Wire Mount

(1.)  Remount the hood lock wire as shown
with the provided part #8.

(part # 9, 286, 28)
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(2.) Relocate the A/C sight glass onto the
bracket you just mounted to the hood lock.

(1.) Relocate the A/C discharge tube using
the provided steel bracket #10

Intercooler Core Installation

(1) Mount the intercooler using 8mm x 15mm
holts at “A” and the aluminum spacer with the
8mm x 25mm bolt at “B” as shown in Fig. 8

(part # 23, 30, 31)

(2.)  Secure the bottom of the intercooler
using 6mm bolt as shown.

3 -6 Air Cleaner Assy Instailation

Reinstall the stock air box
(or Airinx if applicable)

3 -7 Installation of the Piping (1)

(1) Remove the speed sensor harness clip
“A” that is located in the right front inter fender.

(2.) Install the intake pipes

3 -12 Engine Start Up :

(1) Check all the harness and piping
connections and refill the coolant.
(2)  Install and reconnect the battery

(3)  Refill the power steering fluid and
check for any air or oil leaks, at idle.

(4)  Reinstall the engine under covers
and the front bumper.
